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God is just amazing!  The little island of Guana Cay has about 120 inhabitants.  We ministered there in January and we had over 50 to church every Sunday!  It was refreshing to see the interest in God’s word both at church and in the homes of our friends there.  The church is going through some changes in leadership as our dear friends Sylvon and Emily move to Marsh Harbour, and we would ask you to pray for the elders and deacons of the church – especially Randy and Henry - as they take over leading the church.

We also had a lot of encouragement as we spoke in the Marsh Harbour Chapel on the life of David.  We were just amazed that the messages that Peter prepared in November were just exactly what the church needed in February!  God is just amazing! Please pray for us as we travel back to the Bahamas for 3 months on May 23rd


God is just amazing!  A dear brother from one of the churches where Peter spoke, came up to him after the service and said, “You had me in tears three times tonight.  I asked the Lord about three matters and He answered them all through your message tonight!”  We have been very encouraged at the numbers coming along to church in all the churches we have visited in the last three months.  In Chelsea Bristol, the church was full on Easter Sunday for the story of the resurrection.  Thornhill Church Cardiff was full to the doors in April for a baptismal service and Dunvant Fellowship in Swansea also had good numbers attending in May.  We were very encouraged by our first visit to Newent both by the attendance and the excitement as we preached about the cross. Please continue to pray for our UK ministry.


We continue to enjoy working with young people.  God is amazing!  After our second weekend with our One-2-Lead students, a group of them organised a youth event called ‘Adding to the Sound’ in Ledbury Baptist.  There were about 80 young people in the church and Peter had the privilege of bringing a challenge to them.

We have revisited old colleagues from our past work.  In April GSUS live was in Whitchurch High and Peter took several sessions in the school.  The kids just loved it and it was an opportunity to share something of our faith with them.  The following weekend we linked up with Ignite and shared the excitement of hundreds of young people going out on to the streets of Cardiff and sharing their faith in acts of kindness and evangelism.  


Our youngest son Matthew was engaged in February to Laura and they have planned their wedding for 1st August 2009!  Sarah and Rob are expecting their first child in October!  We have just spent 9 very happy weeks with Stephen, Fiona and our grandkids!  Sandra’s Mum and Dad are both keep quite well in spite of some health issues.  Along with Paul and Beth, they are all a great support to us.  Please continue to pray for our family.
